Acharya Shankar's sutras of Advaita Vedanta 'Brahma Satya, Jagat Mithya', 'Aham
Brahmasmi'. In Advaita, Brahma, Maya and Jagat are shown. In which Brahman is said
to be Sat (Sat means that which is unobstructed in three times or which is in all three
times). Here Brahman is said to be nirguna (beyond the qualities). By studying Advaita
Vedanta, | have come to know that Brahma is the ultimate truth. In "Brahma Satya
Jagat Mithya", Acharya Shankar says that if there is any truth then it is only
Brahman. Shankarji is not talking about the truth here, he calls the existence of the
truth as Brahman. Here Brahma is called infinite and it is said that the thing which is
infinite cannot have its shape.

Shankarji says that the change that comes in the Vastu cannot be Sat, the Sat is the
one that is the same today, was the same yesterday and will remain the same in the
coming tomorrow as well. “Nasto Vidyate Bhavo Na Bhavo Vidyate Satah” This verse
means that whatever is in existence can never be destroyed, so Brahman is
imperishable, there is no change in Brahman and when there is no change how will it
be destroyed? So only Brahman is imperishable and all is mortal, that which is limited
will be mortal.

Mithya is aadhyaas, that is, there is such a thing which is not visible in the form of its
truth, that is, 'Sadya Sat' means the world does not look as it should be. Let us take as
an example that the sun looks like a plate but in reality it is a sphere. Then the question
is, from where did this world come, when Brahman does not change at all, then from
where did these changes happen? So Shankarji says that this state is not a
characteristic of Brahman.

Talking about the mediation philosophy, A. Nagraj, the author of these, was born from
the Veda Murti family of Agrahar village, at the age of 11, he had completed the
reading of the Vedas, but from the Vedas he used to ask questions that if Brahma



(Truth) was It is the world that has originated, so how can all this (world) be false
